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"Trust Chairman gets backing from local MP
for new Football Club Licensing Scheme"

Of the 92 football clubs in the top four divisions 52 have at some stage become insolvent,
including Posh. On many occasions clubs have been separated from their grounds, often
unceremoniously and secretly for the value of the land, including Posh.

If Supporter’s Direct, the parent organisation of supporters trusts gets its way then these
statistics will change dramatically for the better.

The Culture Media and Sport Select Committee of Parliament has recently recommended
the adoption of a new football licensing system and the Government has said it accepts this
recommendation.

The Supporters Direct outline proposals include a limit on the amount of debt that a football
club could hold and a limit to a club’s expenditure, closely related to what it earns. Any
benefactors would face restrictions on their loans so that they could not suddenly withdraw
their funding in a way which sends the club into insolvency. Committed long term owners
should not be significantly affected.

For “Fit and Proper” trusts there would be rights for them to have information on the club
finances, be asked for approval for the sale of the ground and for any club relocation. In
addition these trusts would have a right to nominate a supporter director to the board and
have pre-emption rights on any sale of shares in the club. This is being called “regulation
from below” and would effectively give the fans and wider community some protection from
unscrupulous owners and directors.

Trust chairman Barry Bennett met with North West Cambridgeshire MP Shailesh Vara, (in
whose constituency the Posh ground is) to ask him to support the proposals. He said that
he was very happy to do so and would attend a meeting on 1st February in Parliament
when Supporters Direct presented their proposal to MPs.

Showing a real mood swing in the direction of these changes, no less than 49 MPs
including Mr Vara put their names down to attend the meeting. Former chairman Peter
Lloyd attended on behalf of the Trust and talked at length with Mr Vara who was again very
supportive. In fact he said that he had already lobbied the key decision maker Hugh
Robertson MP, the sports minister.

This presentation to MP’s on 1st February was very well timed, as the full Culture, Media &
Sport Select Committee’s report on Football Governance is scheduled for a Westminster
Hall Debate on Thursday 9th February.

We now wait to see what proposals the FA comes up with after it analyses and discusses
the Select Committee Report. Hopefully any reform is not hijacked by the Premier League
which may have its own reasons for not wishing to see any constraints on the behaviour of
the owners of clubs. At least parliament is well aware of the need for some changes to
secure the long term future of established and much loved football clubs.

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Latest Update to 29 Jan 2012
London Road ‘Stadium Development’

By the time that this newsletter is distributed tenders should have been received by the City
Council for the building of the new Moy’s End stand; let’s hope that a firm timescale for the
building will follow soon. The present programme is for the existing stand to close after the
end of this season, demolition to immediately start with the building of the new stand to be
complete for handover to the club in July 2013 (the completion of the associated STEM
centre taking a little longer). Some advance work, mainly to floodlight re-arrangement, will
start in March.

Car parking — or the lack of it — during the redevelopment is still being discussed by the
club and council and most of what is envisaged is not good news. There will be some
parking space at the back of Moy’s/old Elliots site area but this be for coaches only.
Additional parking spaces will be provided when the demolition of the old bowling alley
block is completed but this will be almost wholly for club officials and players, with perhaps
a small amount of disabled parking available. Parking spaces for fans immediately next to
the ground can, therefore, be assumed to be zero. A positive suggestion that is being
made, however, is for the club to be offered the old Matalan/B&Q sites for match-day
parking as it is not envisaged that these sites will be redeveloped for a few years yet.

The prospects for the redevelopment of the London Road end are worrying. Next season
will be count as the third in which the Posh will be in the Championship (which they will be,
won'’t they?!!l) and this is the limit that is set by the authorities for the stadium to become
all-seater. If firm plans are in place for a new stand a year’s extension can probably be
obtained but almost certainly no more. The Council have stated that a new stand must be
self-funding; that is: a developer must be found for the whole London Road end area,
garage, shops and stand, whose financial input will fund the whole project. The Council are
drawing up designs for a development, including the stand, but it will be far from easy, in
the present economic climate, for them to find such input.

An answer to these problems is, of course, for it to become unnecessary to have an all-
seater stadium and on that front some progress is being made.

The Trust recently held a meeting with interested parties to discuss the possibilities for Safe
Standing at London Road. Present were Cllr Janet Goodwin and representatives from the
Council’s design and project management team and the Council’s safety advisory group as
well as from the club and supporters’ groups. Jon Darch, from the national Federation of
Football Supporters, gave an update to the meeting on the progress of the national
campaign for Safe Standing.

Jon said that in his meetings with many club owners and CEOs, during his progress around
the country with the Safe Standing road-show, most had expressed the desire to introduce
rail-seat standing areas into their club’s stadiums. However, they had been reluctant to ‘go
out on a limb’ and make public declarations of their wishes as individual clubs. A number
had said that if agreement could be reached with other clubs to make a joint statement then
they would be willing to participate and add their voice. Jon is working on the clubs to try to
format a joint statement that they can agree.
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Such statement from a number of clubs is increasingly possible because of two recent
advances regarding the Safe Standing issue. Firstly, a month or so ago the Scottish
League clubs voted to trial Safe Standing at their grounds. It looks very likely that Celtic,
Rangers and possibly Aberdeen (amongst others) may soon convert areas of conventional
seating to rail-seat areas; this leaves the English Premier and Championship leagues
isolated in Europe in insisting on all-seater stadium. Secondly, a few weeks ago, Aston Villa
‘broke cover’ and announced that they wish to attempt to have trial areas of standing at
Villa Park. Jon is very hopeful that this will prove the catalyst for other clubs, that are known
to be in favour, to publically declare their wishes. To Jon’s personal knowledge two other
Premiership clubs and some half a dozen Championship clubs are either strongly in favour
or at the very least supportive of the concept being explored further and, as he has so far
only spoken to representatives of a minority of the 44 clubs, suspects that many more are.

Cllr Goodwin confirmed that the Council were, in principle, in favour of the idea, as it
seemed clear that this was the wish of a considerable proportion of the fans, but did stress
that the cost would probably be the over-riding factor in the council’s considerations. Bob
Symns also confirmed the position of the club as being in favour of Safe Standing areas —
as he had stated on several previous occasions.

Jon Darch is arranging contact between PCC design officers and the architects for the
Bristol City stadium, who had done a considerable amount of works in producing alternative
designs - including rail-seat provision - for their new stadium, to explore the alternatives
that could be possible for the new London Road end stand.

It is good that the local organisations with influence are ‘on-side’ with the idea; all that
remains is to convince the minister for sport, the SGSA, the premier league and the FA to
join them and the jobs done.

The Home of “The Posh”, London Road, the Early Years.....

With the demolition of the buildings on the front of London Road and the Moyes End stand
soon to be demolished making way for a complete new all seater stand; | thought it would
be appropriate to look back how the ground appeared during the early days. The London
Road ground was built in 1913 and owned by the Peterborough City Council allowing
Peterborough City, Fletton Utd., Peterborough & Fletton Utd., and in 1934 Peterborough
Utd., to be their respective tenants. A new grandstand was opened in August 1921 when
Fletton Utd defeated Bedford Town 3 — O; it seated 600 supporters. Captain H Wootton
President of the Fletton Utd Football Club officially opened it. Captain Wootton and Mr E
Bryan, Vice President had been chiefly responsible for the erection of the Stand and they
allowed the Club to take the whole of the receipts accruing there from until the final match
of the season.

The first competitive match to be played at London Road for Peterborough Utd., was on 1
September 1934 v Gainsborough Trinity in the Midland League with Peterborough wining by 4-0 in
front of 4,035 people attending. Hargreaves scored the very first goal.

At the commencement of the 1937/38 season the Supporters Club Members laid 30 tons of cinders at
the London Road end of the ground.

On 28 June 1939, 18,000 people turned up at London Road — not to see the football but a boxing
contest between Eric Boon of Chatteris, knocking out Scotland’s Johnny McGory in the 9th of the
12 scheduled rounds. United had let the ground for a poultry sum of £20.

Gas was first installed later in this season this was to provide the heating for 2 baths containing 60
gallons of water.

There was a scare for the Club in March 1942 when they almost lost the ground due to lack of
finances to pay the rent but was rescued by the Supporters Club who stepped in to pay.

As early as 1946 there were even plans for a new grandstand. Admission to the ground was
increased from 1 shilling to 1s 3d (from 5p to 6p in today’s money!). In this season a catering hut
was introduced.

In 1948 plans were to increase the capacity to 25,000 with the new 4,000 seater stand. There were
discussion to move the existing stand onto the Glebe Road side allowing the new one to be built to a
size of 340 ft. and also moving the pitch about 30 yds.

| first set foot on the ground in 1952 along with my Granddad whom I sat with in the old all-wooden
stand. He paid about 1s 6d plus an extra 3d (1p) for the pleasure of a cushion to place on the
uncomfortable benches. On each side of the stand you could watch the match on grass banks — very
muddy on wet days (where was health & safety?) On the opposite side — Glebe Road, stood a small
(standing room only) wooden shelter, the ‘terracing’ consisted of railway sleepers — slippery of
course when wet! Behind both ends of the ground were sheltered stands, but only by about half of
the width of the pitch. Around the pitch was a white wooden stake fence. The capacity of the
ground was then about 16,000.

In 1953 a total of £12,000 was spent on ground improvements.

1954 saw a price increase of 3d to 1s 9d. The ground now had a capacity of 20,000.



At last in 1955 work commenced on the building of the new stand, with the Mayor of Peterborough,
cutting the first sod for the foundations. Whilst the steel framework was being erected matches were
still being played — a strange sight with the old wooden stand still in the foreground now completely
dwarfed. At last with the new stand now completed the old one was demolished and the pitch was
moved to meet the enclosure of the new stand. Prior to that when the teams came out they literally
had to ‘walk the plank!" simply because the pitch was so far away from the new stand the wooden
planks were laid across the muddy ground to allow the players to reach the playing area.

Late in 1957/58 season saw the stand opened for the very first time, but officially opened in 1958/59
season. A large gym was made under the stand for the players and in 1959/60 saw a grand ballroom
opened under the stand. The capacity of the ground was now 30,000 approximately. Glebe Road
had a face-lift with the commencement of concrete terracing and both London Road and Moyes ends
of the ground now had extended covering.

The ground was now taking great shape with another landmark of floodlights being erected at a cost
of £16,000; this was financed with help from the trusty Supporters Club.

The lights were officially opened on 8 February 1960 with a prestigious friendly against 1st Div.
giants Arsenal, managed by former Posh popular Player/Manager George Swindin. Inside forward
Irishman Jimmy Dunne had the distinction of scoring the first goal under floodlights at London
Road. Posh drew 1-1 against a full strength Arsenal side. It was certainly a great occasion to watch
the game under the new lights providing a special atmosphere.

London Road was so special to the other Clubs in the Midland League for they felt it was like
playing at Wembley with our wonderful facilities.

Joe Richards the President and Alan Hardaker, Secretary of the Football League, were very
impressed when they inspected our ground. Certainly more than geared up for League Football at
London Road.

We were also the envy of many Football League Clubs — for not only was our team, but also our
ground was POSH.

Chairmans Report

BB “For the second year running, | address this meeting as Vice Chairman, due to the previously
elected Chairman’s resignation in July”.

“As reported in our August Newsletter, we had 3 resignations from the Board recently.

During the last Business year, your Board has remained focussed on the principles of the Trust
Movement, and The Posh Supporters Trust’'s Aim and Objectives.

e We have attended monthly meetings with PUFC, to debate the clubs activities and any
Issues that affect the match day experience for supporters. We were also kept up to date
with the development plans of the football ground.

¢ We have successfully implemented our 4th New Posh Fans Initiative, and entertained 800
Guests from Yaxley.
And we are currently in the process of implementing the 5th NPFI, inviting applicants from
Dogsthorpe to apply for 750 available tickets.

e We continue to offer Free Tickets to disadvantaged and deserving fans, with our Smile
Ticket Scheme, and are pleased to welcome your nominations for future games.

e Our press officer Paul Froggitt, has dedicated many hours of his time, to ensure the needs
and views of the supporters are understood and considered at all times, in the planning of
the Stadium Developments. Paul arranged for the ‘Safe Standing Roadshow’ to be
exhibited at London Road, and, as I'm sure Richard will confirm, Paul has been unrelenting
in his communications with the Council and every other organisation involved in the stadium
development.

e We have continued to build our funds and hold a substantial bank balance to add credibility
to our organisation.



“So all in all, the Trust has once again had a very busy year. This has been achieved by your
Board, and | would like to thank each one of them for their efforts”.

A very Special Mention has to go to Walter Moore, who has once again added a substantial
amount of money to our funds through The Gold Bond Scheme. Since 2004 Walter has worked at
least two days per week setting up agents, collecting subscriptions and also recruiting subscribers
direct via standing orders. Walter has now generated in excess of £100,000 commission from the
scheme, which is securely invested in the Trusts Bank Accounts.

| would also like to thank our Accountant Tony Millen for once again Auditing the Accounts, and
PISA for their solidarity and support throughout the year.

Treasurers Report

GC provided a detailed and thorough analysis of the Trust annual accounts. (Detailed report of
Accounts is attached)

1) Accounts ending June 1, show an excess of Income over Expenditure of £11255 compared
to £11136 for 2010

2) Total income for 2011 was £17031, down from 2010 by £741, due mainly to a decrease in
members subs & smile donations.

3) Expenditure decreased by £860 from £6636 to £5776. This was mainly due to a decrease
in printing & stationery costs.

4) The Balance Sheet shows our Funds at the bank/cash in hand increased by £12016 to
£97102. Our total funds was £97990, an increase of £11232 from 2010.

Current position update : The total raised by Gold Bond since joining the scheme in February
2004 Is now £107483, which is 65% of total income since the commencement of the Trust. We
have Walter to thank for this unstinting work. Gold Bond expenses of course have to be made to
enable the scheme to be carried on,(such as vehicle running expenses), & these amount to £8674
(approx £1100 p.a.)

GC asked the meeting if there were any questions relating to the accounts — there were none.

Secretary’s Report

JH reported that the Trust shareholding in PUFC remained the same as last year, 1410 shares.
Leaving the Trust still the second largest shareholder after Darragh MacAnthony. JH then
explained to the meeting the purchase of PUFC shares from the estate of Bill Wilde by members
of the Trust Board. The rationale behind which was explained to allow more Trust Board members
to attend the PUFC AGMs — no objections were received from the meeting.

JH reported that 8 Board meetings were held during the year and a Trust representative attended
each of the club’s monthly meetings with Bob Symns, PISA and Forever Posh.

JH reported that 3 newsletters were sent out to members and distributed from the Trust stall and
outside the ground. All local councillors and MPs were also sent copies of each newsletter.

JH reported that the Trust membership was just under 250 members at present.

JH closed with a thanks to the Board for their continued support of all trust activities and aims.

Any other business

Questions on general PUFC business were held back for the general Q and A session after the
conclusion of the AGM.

- JH raised the matter of the Trust adopting a new set of ‘Model Rules’ recommended by
Supporters Direct. JH asked the meeting for discretionary permission to adopt the rules when
they have been fully analysed and made personal to the Posh Supporters Trust. JH reassured the
meeting that there were no significant changes to the rules in the new ‘Model Rules’. This motion
was passed without any objections.

- Peter LIoyd commented that despite success on the pitch for PUFC in the last season
attendances at home games do not match the same level of success. He thanked the Trust for
their continued efforts with the ‘New Posh Fans’ initiatives and stressed how important it continues
to be for PUFC to attract new supporters to come to London Road.

- Graham Palmer asked the Board about the level of active members of the Trust — raising a
concern that numbers have fallen slightly in the last year. BB replied with a detailed answer
explaining the fluctuating levels of membership in Trusts directly correlates with the perceived
success or otherwise of the football club. He reassured the meeting that the Trust continues to
work towards its key aims and objectives and always seeks to extend the membership base - e.g.
at events like the Beer Festival and on match days at the Trust stall. JH added that the Trust have
an extensive database of over 4,000 names/contacts to call upon when needed.
